5. Under óLevel 1ô select which type of security encryption you would like. 
 

If you would like to use WEP security encryption, select WEP. 
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After selecting WEP, verify the óAuthentication Typeô dropdown is set to Open . Select the 
radio button next to Key 1 . On the right side of the screen you can select how large of a WEP 
security key you would like. Only use characters 0-9 and A-F. 
64 bits = 10 characters 
128 bits = 26 characters 
256 bits = 58 characters 
Type in your security key in the field next to óKey 1ô and select Apply .
