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HOW TO USE THIS GUIDE

CALL WAITING

Don’t miss important calls while
you’re on the phone. Call Waiting
features let you switch to the second
call without losing the first one.

CALLER ID

Know who’s calling before you pick
up the phone. Return important calls
when you have time, or simply ignore
calls you don’t want.

SECURITY SCREEN™

Intercept blocked and unidentified
calls before they even reach you.
Callers are required to enter a
number or unblock their line if they
want the call to go through. When you
see the number entered on your
Caller ID unit, then YOU can decide
whether to answer or not.

o When you're on a call, and someone else is trying to reach you, (depending on your service) you'll hear
a special Call Waiting tone, and you’ll see the second caller’s name on your Caller ID display, or you'll hear
a voice that tells you the name of the caller. Only you will hear the signals.

o If you want to answer the second call, to answer. Press again to switch back.

To temporarily turn off Call Waiting so the call you’re about to make doesn’t get interrupted:
O Press (*)(7])(0] and listen for three brief tones, then a normal dial tone.
O Dial the number you wish to call. Call Waiting will be restored automatically when you hang up.

To temporarily turn off Call Waiting with a call in progress:
O Simply press to put your call on hold, listen for a normal dial tone, then press (*)(7](0).
O Press again and resume your call without further interruption.

To temporarily turn off Call Waiting to keep your modem connection from being disrupted:
o Store (*](7)(0] as part of your dial-up number, so that Call Waiting turns off automatically when you go
online. Call Waiting will be restored automatically when you log off.

Call Waiting Deluxe is designed especially for your Qwest Receptionist® phone

When you're on a call, and you hear the Call Waiting Deluxe tone (slightly different than the regular Call
Waiting tone), the display on your phone will show the name and number of the incoming caller. With the
unique features of the Qwest Receptionist, you can press an onscreen button to:

e Switch back and forth between calls.
e End a current call and accept a new call.

o Send the caller directly to Voice Mail.
o Send the caller a message to please hold.
e Add a new call in with your existing call.

Remember, to activate all of your Qwest Receptionist services, including Call Waiting Deluxe, you need to call
1-800-332-3487 from your Qwest Receptionist phone. Please refer to the instructions included with the
phone for further details.

o When someone calls, the display shows the caller’s name and number after the first complete ring.

e The name, number, date and time of most calls are automatically stored, even if you don’t answer.

o UNKNOWN, UNAVAILABLE or OUT OF AREA indicate the call is from an area where Caller ID is not available.

o PRIVATE or ANONYMOUS means that caller has chosen to block his/her line. You can reject these calls with
Security Screen (below) or Anonymous Call Rejection.

Turn on Anonymous Call Rejection to automatically reject calls from people who block their numbers:

o To turn on Anonymous Call Rejection, press (*)(7)(7], then hang up.
Your phone won’t even ring if someone calls from a blocked line.

o Blocked callers hear a recording that tells them that you do not accept anonymous calls,
and that they can get through on a per-call basis by dialing (*](8)(2] before placing the call.

o To turn off Anonymous Call Rejection, press (*)(8)(7).

o When an unidentified caller enters a number, you’ll hear two short rings.

o Your Caller ID display will show the unblocked number, or the number entered by the caller, and the
person’s name if it can be identified. Otherwise, you'll see SECURITY SCREEN instead of a name. Answer,
or not, as you like.

You may choose to turn Security Screen on or off as needed. To turn the service on or off:

0O Call the Qwest Update Center at from your home phone or 1-888-(Your Area Code)-8052.

O Enter your security code. The first time, enter (1)(2)(3)(4], then follow the prompts to set your own code.

O Select “Security Screen” and you’ll hear whether Security Screen is currently on or off.
Simply press (1] to change the status — that is, to turn the service OFF if it is now ON, or to turn it ON if it is
now OFF. Recorded instructions will guide you.

Using Security Screen with other Qwest features

To allow anonymous callers to identify themselves with Security Screen, you’ll need to turn off the Anonymous
Call Rejection feature. Just press (+)(8)(7).

Last Call Return (*)(6](9) will not work if the last caller used Security Screen to enter a number.
Custom Ringing will override the two short rings. Security Screen will still function, but with a traditional ring.

o To block unwanted calls, press (*](6J(0) and follow the instructions to enter the
phone numbers of callers you want to reject. Up to 15 numbers can be stored.

e \When an “unwanted caller” tries to call, a recorded message says that you are not accepting calls.

o |f you don’t know an “unwanted caller’s” number, you can include them on your Call Rejection list right
after hanging up from their call. Simply press (*)(6)(0].

o To temporarily deactivate Call Rejection, press (*](8)(0].
